The Parish Council
The Parish Council comprises of 9 councillors who are elected
every 4 years. Councillors are unpaid and are governed by a
mandatory code of conduct which includes an obligation to act
1 an appropriate manner. The next parish Councils elections
will take place May 2011, look out for further details.

The Parish Council provides a local voice for its residents; each
Parish Council differs in the work it carried out. The majority
of work carried out includes, finance, forward planning, general
purpose, planning applications, allotments, street lighting and
affordable housing. The Parish council also works with
Highways and lighting representatives deal with road, transport
and street lighting issues; there is also a
Parish Path Warden.

Highways

The Parish Council has continued its efforts to tackle the problem of HGV’s travelling in-
appropriately through the village especially through Islington passed the Alms Houses. We
have been successful in making lorry parking illegal from the A605 along Islington to
Titchmarsh  This was achieved by negotiating with Northants County Council who
obtained a Traffic Regulation Order forbidding lorry parking along the stretch of road be-
tween the roundabout at the top of Huntingdon Road where it intersects with Oundle Road
along Huntingdon Road. I am sure you will agree that now the lorry parking at Hunting-
don Road has reduced together with the numbers of lorries entering in to the village via
Islington.

Daffodils

The Parish Council have funded the planting of more daffodils around the village giving a
wonderful display in Spring. Thank you also to those kind members of village who volun-
teered to help with the planting of the bulbs back i October. The annual planting will take
place this October, all volunteers welcome
